FREE Workshops (A) 
 

1-2-3 Magic by Thomas Phelan 
This workshop is aimed at parents of children aged between 2-12 years.  It will describe ña quick effective 

and easy way to learn strategies to stop your childôs unwanted behaviours.ò  
 

 Wills & Trusts 
By writing a will and setting up a trust, you can make sure that a family member or friend with a learning 
disability will get the financial support and protection they need after your death.  A representative from a 

local solicitor will discuss the importance of making a will and some of the procedures involved to help you 
in this process. 

 
Transition 

Fiona MacKirdy will deliver Central Bedfordshire's transition strategy to interested parents.  Parents will 
then be asked for their comments and feedback on the current and future processes involved in transition 

planning within Central Bedfordshire.  
 

Speakeasy 
This workshop is an adaptation of the Speakeasy programme which was originally created by the Family 
Planning Association (FPA) to encourage parents and carers to discuss issues around drugs, including 

alcohol and tobacco.  There is a strong focus on communication between parents and their young people.  
The programme is parent led in terms of issues wanting to be covered and enables parents to have more 

confidence to speak to their own children at an appropriate level.   

FREE Workshops (B) 
 

Neuro Linguistic Processing 
Our beliefs drive all our behaviour and determine what we are capable of and what we achieve.  Our self 
image is also created by our belief system.  This workshop will focus on empowering beliefs and setting 

goals for the future.   
 

Developing Language and Communication 
This workshop will explore strategies to develop language/communication through play/everyday activities.  

It will include information on Hanen ï based strategies which focus on parent interaction to support 
language development with some information about use of visual support to help understanding and 
information about the developmental stages between pre- intentional and intentional communication. 

   
Annual Reviews 

The recent Lamb Inquiry has emphasised the  importance of annual reviews in ensuring that a child's 
statement of special education need is accurate, relevant and up to date.  This workshop aims to help 

parents get the maximum benefit from the annual review process. 
 

One Stop Parenting 
This workshop will introduce parents to this programme which identifies how to enjoy being a parent, 

creating better relationships with your children, learning how to play with your children and it will give you a 
better understanding of your children.   
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
