





We provide our students with many opportunities to extend
their knowledge, skills and experience through a vibrant
and diverse programme of extra-curricular activities.

We are constantly working to improve our
facilities. Most recent developments include

the refurbishment of our Science wing, provision
of additional outdoor seating and the creation of
an additional Information Technology area for
Sixth Form study.

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To enable parents and carers to play an active

part in their child’s education, we provide regular
communication and a fortnightly newsletter.

We issue a termly, written progress check supported
by an annual subject consultation and a parental
workshop tailored to the needs of each cohort.

Our pastoral support systems have been designed to
ensure that students are supported in making the
most of the educational opportunities on offer.

Every student is placed in a form group with
a designated tutor and each year group is
overseen by a Director of Learning and a
non-teaching Year Leader.

We emphasise the importance of good attendance
and punctuality and communicate regularly with
parents using the Keep Kids Safe system.

In addition to our work with families, we also liaise
closely with our family of schools to ensure effective
and smooth progression.

Arrangements for transfer between Middle and
Upper School are seen as particularly effective.
Individual interviews are offered to all families and
students have a number of opportunities to visit the
school before they join us.
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We provide a Sixth Form curriculum which offers a broad range of courses at a variety of levels in order to meet the needs
of all students. We see the Sixth Form as an integral part of the school. We are constantly reviewing the opportunities for older

students to play an active part in school life. Post-16 study at Sandy Upper School is increasingly the first-choice education route
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for our students who receive a rigorous and challenging education.
